His framework was “gentle kindness” a concept in Greek that means the supernatural ability to work for the betterment of people who are exasperating you and exhausting your patience.  We note that has to be God at work.  It’s because love “always protects, always trust, always hopes, always perseveres.  Love never fails.” (1 Cor. 13)  He bore the injustice for us.  He did it willingly.  Out of pure love.
