THINKING AHEAD FOR LENT  - Indifference  (Matthew 26:36-45)  On the upside his love endures through all things, through life long marriages, in our human relationships with spouse, with parents, with children, in the church, in ministry, in associations with friends and neighbors.  On the downside his love endures through religious persecution, personal insults, issues at church, gossip, misunderstandings, false teaching, failures in business, family strain, injury, illness, disaster, war.  Even through indifference and apathy which have displayed the cancer of soul so prevalent in our self-absorbed, self-gratifying culture.  Even when we drink in the world’s liquor of selfishness, he still cares.
