 17While he was still speaking, another messenger came and said, “The Chaldeans 
formed three raiding parties and swept down on your camels and made off with them.

 18While he was still speaking, yet another messenger came and said, “Your sons and 
daughters were feasting and drinking wine at the oldest brother’s house, 19when 
suddenly a mighty wind swept in from the desert and struck the four corners of the 
house. It collapsed on them and they are dead, and I am the only one who has escaped to 
tell you!” 
 20At this, Job got up and tore his robe and shaved his head. Then he fell to the ground 
in worship 21and said:

Second Reading Romans 5:1–11 

 1Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God 
through our Lord Jesus Christ, 2through whom we have gained access by faith into this 
grace in which we now stand. And we boast in the hope of the glory of God. 3Not only so, 
but we also glory in our sufferings, because we know that suffering produces 
perseverance; 4perseverance, character; and character, hope. 5And hope does not put us 
to shame, because God’s love has been poured out into our hearts through the Holy 
Spirit, who has been given to us. 
 6You see, at just the right time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for the 
ungodly. 7Very rarely will anyone die for a righteous person, though for a good person 
someone might possibly dare to die. 8But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: 
While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 
 9Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more shall we be saved 
from God’s wrath through him! 10For if, while we were God’s enemies, we were 
reconciled to him through the death of his Son, how much more, having been 
reconciled, shall we be saved through his life! 11Not only is this so, but we also boast in 
God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received reconciliation.
