He is the gate through which we
enter into the green pastures of salvation. There are many paths in life, but there is only
one way to eternal life. There are so many voices that fight for our attention, but there is
only one voice that leads us home to heaven.

Stewardship from God's Word: Consider John 10:11-18. As our “good shepherd,”
Jesus’ job was to “lay down my life for the sheep.” He has complete knowledge of us, and
an intimate relationship with those who believe in him, “my sheep know me.” But there
are “other sheep not of this sheep pen.... | must bring them also.” A good shepherd uses
his resources to benefit the sheep. As stewards, our resources should also be used in
bringing in “other sheep,” and we look to Jesus as our model.
