Invocation

In the name of the Father and of the -4 Son and of the Holy Spirit.
Amen.

Introduction to Confession

Brothers and sisters in Christ, God created us to know joy in fellowship with him, to love all
people, and to live in harmony with all creation. But sin separates us from God, our
neighbors, and creation, and so we do not enjoy the life our Creator intended for us. By our
sin we grieve our Father, who does not desire us to come under his judgment, but to turn
to him and live. Therefore, God in his mercy has sent our Lord Jesus Christ to take our place
under the law, to suffer for us, and to die the death we deserve. God made Jesus, who had
no sin, to be sin for us so that in him, we might become the righteousness of God.

During the forty days of Lent, we fix our eyes on Jesus, the pioneer and perfecter of our faith,
who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the
right hand of God. The time of Lent reminds us that to know Christ and the power of his
resurrection, we must also know the fellowship of sharing in his sufferings, becoming like
him in his death. As disciples of the Lord Jesus, we are called to struggle against everything
that leads us away from love of God and neighbor.

Let us confess our sins, ask our Father for forgiveness, and commit ourselves to this
struggle.

Silence for reflection and self-examination.



Confession

Most holy and merciful Father,
we confess to you and to one another that we have sinned by our own fault,

in thought, word, and deed,
by what we have done,
and by what we have left undone.

We have not loved you with our whole heart and mind and strength.
We have not loved our neighbors as ourselves.

We have not forgiven others as we have been forgiven.

Have mercy on us, Lord.

We have been deaf to your call to serve as Christ served us.
We have not been true to the mind of Christ.

We have grieved the Holy Spirit.

Have mercy on us, Lord.

We have placed our wants before your will.

We have gratified the desires of our sinful nature.
We have merited your punishment now and forever.
Have mercy on us, Lord.

We confess to you, Lord, all our past unfaithfulness.
The pride, hypocrisy, and impatience in our lives
we confess to you, O Lord.

Our self-indulgent appetites and ways, our manipulation of other people,

our anger when our selfish aims are denied, and our envy of those more fortunate
than ourselves

we confess to you, O Lord.



Our love of worldly goods and comforts, and our dishonesty in daily life and work, our
negligence in worship and prayer, and our failure to show the faith that is in us
we confess to you, O Lord.

Forgive us, Lord, for the wrongs we have done. For our blindness to human need and
suffering and our indifference to injustice and cruelty,
forgive us, Lord.

For all false judgments, for uncharitable thoughts toward others, and for our prejudice and
contempt for those who differ from us,
forgive us, Lord.

For what we think or say or do that is at variance with your will,
forgive us, Lord.

Restore us, good Lord, and let your anger depart from us.
Hear us, Lord, for your mercy is great.

First Reading 2 Samuel 12:1-13

The Lord sent Nathan to David. When he came to him, he said, “There were two men in
a certain town, one rich and the other poor. The rich man had a very large number of
sheep and cattle, but the poor man had nothing except one little ewe lamb he had bought.
He raised it, and it grew up with him and his children. It shared his food, drank from his
cup and even slept in his arms. It was like a daughter to him.

“Now a traveler came to the rich man, but the rich man refrained from taking one of his
own sheep or cattle to prepare a meal for the traveler who had come to him. Instead, he
took the ewe lamb that belonged to the poor man and prepared it for the one who had
come to him.”

David burned with anger against the man and said to Nathan, “As surely as the Lord
lives, the man who did this must die! He must pay for that lamb four times over, because
he did such a thing and had no pity.”

Then Nathan said to David, “You are the man! This is what the Lord, the God of Israel,
says: ‘I anointed you king over Israel, and I delivered you from the hand of Saul. I gave
your master’s house to you, and your master’s wives into your arms. I gave you all Israel
and Judah. And if all this had been too little, I would have given you even more. Why did
you despise the word of the Lord by doing what is evil in his eyes? You struck down Uriah
the Hittite with the sword and took his wife to be your own. You killed him with the
sword of the Ammonites. Now, therefore, the sword will never depart from your house,
because you despised me and took the wife of Uriah the Hittite to be your own.’

“This is what the Lord says: ‘Out of your own household I am going to bring calamity on
you. Before your very eyes I will take your wives and give them to one who is close to you,
and he will sleep with your wives in broad daylight. You did it in secret, but I will do this
thing in broad daylight before all Israel.””

Then David said to Nathan, “I have sinned against the Lord.”

Nathan replied, “The Lord has taken away your sin. You are not going to die.

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Second Reading 2 Corinthians 5:20 - 6:2

Distribution

Out of sincere love for the truth of God's Word and precious souls, we practice closed Communion in our
congregation. This has been the practice of Christians for centuries and is thoroughly scriptural. It neither
questions the faith nor judges the heart of any individual, yet expects that there be full doctrinal agreement
among those who commune. For this reason, we ask that only members of the Wisconsin Evangelical Lutheran
Synod (WELS) join us for the Lord's Supper today. If you have any questions please speak with Pastor Fischer
after the service.

Tonight there will be silence during communion for prayer and an opportunity to meditate on the Lord’s
Supper. Luther’s explanation of the Lord’s Supper is provided to help you ponder the sacrament of our Lord.

The Institution of the Lord’s Supper

First: What is the Sacrament of Holy Communion?
It is the true body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ under the bread and wine,
instituted by Christ for us Christians to eat and to drink.

Where is this written?

The holy evangelists Matthew, Mark, Luke, and the apostle Paul tell us: Our Lord
Jesus Christ, on the night he was betrayed, took bread; and when he had given
thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take and eat; this is my
body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.”

Then he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it, all
of you; this is my blood of the new covenant, which is poured out for you for the
forgiveness of sins. Do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me.”

The Blessings of the Lord’s Supper

Second: What blessing do we receive through this eating and drinking?

That is shown us by these words: “Given” and “poured out for you for the
forgiveness of sins.”

Through these words we receive forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation in this
sacrament.

For where there is forgiveness of sins, there is also life and salvation.

The Power of the Lord’s Supper

Third: How can eating and drinking do such great things?

It is certainly not the eating and drinking that does such things, but the words
“Given” and “poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins.”

These words are the main thing in this sacrament, along with the eating and
drinking.

And whoever believes these words has what they plainly say, the forgiveness of
sins.

The Reception of the Lord’s Supper

Fourth: Who, then, is properly prepared to receive this sacrament?

Fasting and other outward preparations may serve a good purpose, but he is
properly prepared who believes these words: “Given” and “poured out for you for
the forgiveness of sins.”

But whoever does not believe these words or doubts them is not prepared, because
the words “for you” require nothing but hearts that believe.
