 it will rejoice greatly and shout for joy. 
The glory of Lebanon will be given to it, 
 the splendor of Carmel and Sharon; 
they will see the glory of the LORD, 
 the splendor of our God. 
3Strengthen the feeble hands, 
 steady the knees that give way; 
4say to those with fearful hearts, 
 “Be strong, do not fear; 
your God will come, 
 he will come with vengeance; 
with divine retribution 
 he will come to save you.” 
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5Then will the eyes of the blind be opened 
 and the ears of the deaf unstopped. 
6Then will the lame leap like a deer, 
 and the mute tongue shout for joy.

They will enter Zion with singing; 
 everlasting joy will crown their heads. 
Gladness and joy will overtake them, 
 and sorrow and sighing will flee away.

Lighting of the Advent Candles 

This morning, three candles on the Advent wreath are lit. The third candle, the pink one, is 
called the Shepherd candle, or the Joy candle. This candle reminds us of the joy the 
shepherds had and we have as we hear the news of a Savior who has come to save his 
people from their sin. 
 
We light three Advent candles, remembering Jesus, the Light of the world. He came to 
defeat the prince of darkness. 
We remember Jesus, who came in answer to his people’s prayers. John 
proclaimed him the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world. 
 
We hear his call to see the light. 
We light three Advent candles as a sign of our trust and confidence. 
 
Come, Lord Jesus, be our guest. 
Through your Word and Spirit may our souls be blessed.

 2When John, who was in prison, heard about the deeds of the Messiah, he sent his 
disciples 3to ask him, “Are you the one who is to come, or should we expect someone 
else?” 
 4Jesus replied, “Go back and report to John what you hear and see: 5The blind receive 
sight, the lame walk, those who have leprosy are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are 
raised, and the good news is proclaimed to the poor. 6Blessed is anyone who does not 
stumble on account of me.” 
 7As John’s disciples were leaving, Jesus began to speak to the crowd about John: “What 
did you go out into the wilderness to see? A reed swayed by the wind? 8If not, what did 
you go out to see? A man dressed in fine clothes? No, those who wear fine clothes are in 
kings’ palaces. 9Then what did you go out to see? A prophet? Yes, I tell you, and more 
than a prophet. 10This is the one about whom it is written: 

“ ‘I will send my messenger ahead of you, 
  who will prepare your way before you.’
