Second Reading Hebrews 1:1–9 

 1In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets at many times and in 
various ways, 2but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed 
heir of all things, and through whom also he made the universe. 3The Son is the radiance 
of God’s glory and the exact representation of his being, sustaining all things by his 
powerful word. After he had provided purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand 
of the Majesty in heaven. 4So he became as much superior to the angels as the name he 
has inherited is superior to theirs. 
 5For to which of the angels did God ever say, 
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“You are my Son; 
 today I have become your Father”?

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Gospel John 1:1–14 

 1In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
2He was with God in the beginning. 3Through him all things were made; without him 
nothing was made that has been made. 4In him was life, and that life was the light of all 
mankind. 5The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it. 
 6There was a man sent from God whose name was John. 7He came as a witness to 
testify concerning that light, so that through him all might believe. 8He himself was not 
the light; he came only as a witness to the light. 
 9The true light that gives light to everyone was coming into the world. 10He was in the 
world, and though the world was made through him, the world did not recognize him.

Athanasian Creed (part 2) 

It is necessary for eternal salvation that one faithfully believe that our Lord Jesus Christ 
also took on human flesh. Now this is the true Christian faith: 
We believe and confess that our Lord Jesus Christ, God’s Son, is both God 
and man. 
 
He is God, eternally begotten from the nature of the Father, and he is man, born in time 
from the nature of his mother, fully God, fully man, with rational soul and human flesh; 
Equal to the Father as to his deity, less than the Father as to his humanity; 
 
And though he is both God and man, Christ is not two persons but one: 
One, not by changing the deity into flesh, but by taking the humanity into God; 
 
One, indeed, not by mixture of the natures, but by unity in one person; 
For just as the rational soul and flesh are one human being, so God and man are 
one Christ. 
 
He suffered for our salvation, descended into hell, rose the third day from the dead. 
He ascended into heaven, is seated at the right hand of God the Father Almighty, 
and from there will come to judge the living and the dead. 
 
At his coming all people will rise with their own bodies to answer for their  
personal deeds. 
Those who have done good will enter eternal life, but those who have done evil 
will go into eternal fire. 
 
This is the true Christian faith. 
Whoever does not faithfully and firmly believe this cannot be saved.

Grant our nation peace, health, 
and prosperity that we may have the opportunity and resources to spread the good news 
to all people. 
Govern and prosper your people. 
  
Fill us with kindness and arouse us to do good to all people, especially those who are less 
fortunate than we. Bring your healing to those who are sick or diseased in body or mind 
and comfort those who are mourning the death of someone they love. [Keep in your 
care…here name the person and the cause of the petition.] We especially pray for brothers 
and sisters who are setting aside their celebration today to care for the sick and stand at 
the side of the dying. 
Sustain those who endure the troubles of life. 
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Be a source of strength to all your people and fill them with your power and peace. If any 
are among us today who have lost the true meaning of this festival, let them rediscover 
the joy that comes from Christ alone. 
Let your peace reign in the hearts of all.
