Confession 
Our Savior Jesus Christ commanded Baptism when he said, “All authority in heaven and 
on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them 
to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very 
end of the age.” 
 

All of us are born into this world with a deep need for Baptism. From our parents we 
inherit a sinful nature; we are without true fear of God and true faith in God and are 
condemned to eternal death. But while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. He took 
away our sin by giving his life on the cross. In Baptism, he clothes us with the robe of his 
righteousness and gives us a new life. We recall what Baptism means for our daily lives: 
 

Baptism means that the sinful nature in us  
    should be drowned by daily sorrow and repentance,  
    and that all its evil deeds and desires be put to death.  
It also means that a new person should daily arise  
    to live before God in righteousness and purity forever. 
 

As baptized children of God, we confess our sins: 
Holy God, gracious Father,  
    I am sinful by nature  
        and have sinned against you in my thoughts, words, and actions.  
    I have not loved you with my whole heart;  
    I have not loved others as I should.  
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        I deserve your punishment both now and forever.  
    But Jesus, my Savior, paid for my sins  
        with his innocent suffering and death.  
    Trusting in him, I pray: God, have mercy on me, a sinner. 
 

Silence for meditation and reflection 
 

God saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit and united 
us to the death and resurrection of Jesus. Every day God forgives your sins, removes your 
guilt, and strengthens you to defeat Satan’s power. His promise is for you and your 
children, and he will never forsake you. Your sins are forgiven. You are clothed with 
Christ. You are at peace with God now and forever. 
Amen. 

Sacrament of Baptism 

The Gospel according to St. Mark: 
 

People were bringing little children to Jesus for him to place his hands on them, but the 
disciples rebuked them. When Jesus saw this, he was indignant. He said to them, “Let 
the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs 
to such as these. Truly I tell you, anyone who will not receive the kingdom of God like a 
little child will never enter it.” And he took the children in his arms, placed his hands on 
them and blessed them.

I believe that God created me and all that exists, and that he gave me my body and soul, 
eyes, ears and all my members, my mind and all my abilities. 
By faith we understand that the universe was formed at God’s command, so that 
what is seen was not made out of what was visible. 
 
God still preserves me by richly and daily providing clothing and shoes, food and drink, 
house and home, spouse and children, land, cattle, and all I own, and all I need to keep 
my body and life. 
The Lord makes grass grow for the cattle, and plants for people to cultivate—
bringing forth food from the earth. 
 
I believe that Jesus Christ, true God, begotten of the Father from eternity, and also true 
man, born of the virgin Mary, is my Lord.  
When the set time had fully come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born 
under the law, to redeem those under the law, that we might receive adoption 
to sonship. 
 
Christ has redeemed me, a lost and condemned creature, purchased and won me from 
all sins, from death and from the power of the devil, not with gold or silver, but with his 
holy, precious blood and with his innocent suffering and death. 
The Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a 
ransom for many. 
 
I believe that I cannot by my own thinking or choosing believe in Jesus Christ, my Lord, 
or come to him. But the Holy Spirit has called me by the gospel, enlightened me with his 
gifts, sanctified and kept me in the true faith. 
No one can enter the kingdom of God unless they are born of water and the 
Spirit. Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit.  
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In the same way, the Holy Spirit calls, gathers, enlightens, and sanctifies the whole 
Christian Church on earth, and keeps it with Jesus Christ in the one true faith. 
There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called to one hope when you 
were called; one Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is 
over all and through all and in all. 
 
Oh, the depth of the riches of the wisdom and knowledge of God! From him and through 
him and for him are all things. 
To him be the glory forever! Amen.

First Reading Genesis 1:1—2:3 

 1In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 2Now the earth was formless 
and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was hovering 
over the waters. 
3And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. 4God saw that the light was 
good, and he separated the light from the darkness. 5God called the light “day,” and the 
darkness he called “night.” And there was evening, and there was morning—the first day. 
6And God said, “Let there be a vault between the waters to separate water from water.” 
7So God made the vault and separated the water under the vault from the water above it. 
And it was so. 8God called the vault “sky.” And there was evening, and there was 
morning—the second day. 
9And God said, “Let the water under the sky be gathered to one place, and let dry ground 
appear.” And it was so. 10God called the dry ground “land,” and the gathered waters he 
called “seas.” And God saw that it was good. 
11Then God said, “Let the land produce vegetation: seed-bearing plants and trees on the 
land that bear fruit with seed in it, according to their various kinds.” And it was so. 12The 
land produced vegetation: plants bearing seed according to their kinds and trees bearing 
fruit with seed in it according to their kinds. And God saw that it was good. 13And there 
was evening, and there was morning—the third day. 
14And God said, “Let there be lights in the vault of the sky to separate the day from the 
night, and let them serve as signs to mark sacred times, and days and years, 15and let 
them be lights in the vault of the sky to give light on the earth.” And it was so. 16God 
made two great lights—the greater light to govern the day and the lesser light to govern 
the night. He also made the stars. 17God set them in the vault of the sky to give light on 
the earth, 18to govern the day and the night, and to separate light from darkness. And 
God saw that it was good. 19And there was evening, and there was morning—the fourth 
day. 
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20And God said, “Let the water teem with living creatures, and let birds fly above the 
earth across the vault of the sky.” 21So God created the great creatures of the sea and 
every living thing with which the water teems and that moves about in it, according to 
their kinds, and every winged bird according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. 
22God blessed them and said, “Be fruitful and increase in number and fill the water in the 
seas, and let the birds increase on the earth.” 23And there was evening, and there was 
morning—the fifth day. 
24And God said, “Let the land produce living creatures according to their kinds: the 
livestock, the creatures that move along the ground, and the wild animals, each 
according to its kind.” And it was so. 25God made the wild animals according to their 
kinds, the livestock according to their kinds, and all the creatures that move along the 
ground according to their kinds. And God saw that it was good. 
26Then God said, “Let us make mankind in our image, in our likeness, so that they may 
rule over the fish in the sea and the birds in the sky, over the livestock and all the wild 
animals, and over all the creatures that move along the ground.” 

27So God created mankind in his own image, 
 in the image of God he created them; 
 male and female he created them. 

28God blessed them and said to them, “Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth 
and subdue it. Rule over the fish in the sea and the birds in the sky and over every living 
creature that moves on the ground.” 
29Then God said, “I give you every seed-bearing plant on the face of the whole earth and 
every tree that has fruit with seed in it. They will be yours for food. 30And to all the beasts 
of the earth and all the birds in the sky and all the creatures that move along the 
ground—everything that has the breath of life in it—I give every green plant for food.” 
And it was so. 
31God saw all that he had made, and it was very good. 
And there was evening, and there was morning—the sixth day. 
1Thus the heavens and the earth were completed in all their vast array. 
2By the seventh day God had finished the work he had been doing; so on the seventh day 
he rested from all his work. 3Then God blessed the seventh day and made it holy, 
because on it he rested from all the work of creating that he had done.

Athanasian Creed 
Whoever wishes to be saved must, above all else, hold to the true Christian faith. 
Whoever does not keep this faith pure in all points will certainly perish forever. 
 
Now this is the true Christian faith: 
We worship one God in Trinity and Trinity in Unity, without mixing the persons 
or dividing the divine being. 
 
For each person—the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit—is distinct, 
but the deity of Father, Son, and Holy Spirit is one, equal in glory and coeternal  
in majesty. 
 
What the Father is, so is the Son, and so is the Holy Spirit. 
The Father is uncreated, the Son uncreated, the Holy Spirit uncreated; 
the Father is infinite, the Son infinite, the Holy Spirit infinite; 
the Father is eternal, the Son eternal, the Holy Spirit eternal; 
yet they are not three who are eternal, but there is one who is eternal, 
just as they are not three who are uncreated, nor three who are infinite, but there 
is one who is uncreated and one who is infinite. 
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In the same way the Father is almighty, the Son is almighty, the Holy Spirit is almighty; 
yet they are not three who are almighty, but there is one who is almighty. 
 
So the Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God; 
yet they are not three Gods, but one God. 
 
So the Father is Lord, the Son is Lord, the Holy Spirit is Lord; 
yet they are not three Lords, but one Lord. 
 
For just as Christian truth compels us to confess each person individually to be God  
and Lord,  
so the true Christian faith forbids us to speak of three Gods or three Lords. 
 
The Father is neither made nor created nor begotten of anyone. 
The Son is neither made nor created, but is begotten of the Father alone. 
The Holy Spirit is neither made nor created nor begotten, but proceeds from the Father 
and the Son. 
So there is one Father, not three Fathers; one Son, not three Sons; one Holy 
Spirit, not three Holy Spirits. 
 

And within this Trinity none comes before or after; none is greater or inferior; 
but all three persons are coequal and coeternal, so that in every way, as stated 
before, the Trinity in Unity and Unity in Trinity is to be worshiped. 
 
Whoever wishes to be saved must have this conviction of the Trinity. 
It is furthermore necessary for eternal salvation that one faithfully believe that our Lord 
Jesus Christ also took on human flesh. 
Now this is the true Christian faith: We believe and confess that our Lord Jesus 
Christ, God’s Son, is both God and man. 
 
He is God, eternally begotten from the nature of the Father, and he is man, born in time 
from the nature of his mother, fully God, fully man, with rational soul and human flesh; 
equal to the Father as to his deity, less than the Father as to his humanity; 
 

and though he is both God and man, Christ is not two persons but one: 
one, not by changing the deity into flesh, but by taking the humanity into God; 
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one, indeed, not by mixture of the natures, but by unity in one person; 
for just as the rational soul and flesh is one human being, so God and man  
is one Christ. 
 
He suffered for our salvation, descended into hell, rose the third day from the dead. 
He ascended into heaven, is seated at the right hand of God the Father Almighty, 
and from there will come to judge the living and the dead. 
 
At his coming all people will rise with their own bodies to answer for their  
personal deeds. 
Those who have done good will enter eternal life, but those who have done evil 
will go into eternal fire. 
 

This is the true Christian faith.  
Whoever does not faithfully and firmly believe this cannot be saved.
